Agropecuaria Montelibano included in a recall initiated by the FDA on Saturday, March 22, 
2008. The cantaloupe appears to be associated with a Salmonella Litchfield outbreak in the 
U.S. and Canada. 
 
Fresh, whole cantaloupes at Save Mart, S-Mart Foods, Lucky, and FoodMaxx stores were 
not impacted by the original FDA recall.
